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GENERAL INFORMATION

Target market

These qualifications are typically (although not exclusively) aimed at young people aged 16-19 in
full-time further education who are seeking a career in applied art, design and media or wishing to
further their studies at Level 1 of the National Qualifications Framework (NQF).

More mature learners wishing to make a fresh start on a course that prepares them for further
learning or work involving applied art, design and media related activities are equally served by
these qualifications.

These qualifications will also provide young people aged 14-16 with a vocational introduction to the
applied art, design and media sector.

Individual units within these qualifications can be entered and certificated separately allowing
flexibility to offer individual units alongside other programmes of learning. Candidates have the
option of achieving as many or as few units as are appropriate for their own learning needs or
employment situation.

Qualification aims

The OCR Level 1 Nationals in Applied Art, Design and Media have been developed to provide
candidates with an introduction to the skills, knowledge and understanding required to prepare for
work in the applied art, design and media sector. They have also been designed to help
candidates develop their personal skills in areas such as team working, career planning,
communication and problem solving. They accredit candidates’ abilities to carry out a range of
tasks and have been designed to accredit candidates’ achievements in a modern, practical way
that is relevant to the workplace.

These qualifications specifically aim to:
1 Develop candidates’ knowledge and understanding of generic, ‘transferable’ skills that are
essential for further education, occupational training or employment, ie basic skills, team

working and problem solving.

2 Develop candidates’ knowledge and understanding of the applied art, design and media
sector and, where selected, a chosen specialist pathway within that sector area.

3 Develop candidates’ knowledge, understanding and skills in contexts that are relevant to
employment situations.

4 Enable candidates to develop the skills necessary to participate in real situations.
5 Encourage progression by assisting in the development of skills, knowledge and
understanding that candidates will need to access further education opportunities or

occupational training on a full-time or part-time basis.

6 Promote interaction between employers, centres and candidates by relating teaching and
assessment to real settings.

OCR Level 1 Nationals in Applied Art, Design and Media 9
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Entry requirements

These qualifications are available to anyone who is capable of reaching the required standards.
They have been developed free from any barriers that restrict access or progression thereby
promoting equal opportunities.

All centre staff involved in the assessment or delivery of these qualifications should understand
their requirements and match them to the needs and capabilities of individual learners before
entering them as candidates for one of these qualifications. There is no requirement for
candidates to achieve an entry level qualification before progressing onto these awards although,
as a general guide, candidates with qualification profiles comparable to entry level of the National
Qualifications Framework (NQF) will normally be at a level suitable for entry onto a programme
leading to one of these qualifications. Individuals should be considered equally for entry whether
they hold certificates easily recognisable against the NQF or present more varied profiles for
consideration.

Entry restrictions

There are no restrictions on candidate entry for the full awards. However, these qualifications
contain complementary optional units within the optional list of units. For the purpose of the
National Award, only one of these units will count towards a full qualification. If candidates choose
to complete more than one of these units, one will count towards achievement of the full Award;
the other will be recognised on a unit certificate but will not count towards the full Award. For the
purpose of the National Certificate, only two of these units will count towards a full qualification. If
candidates choose to complete more than two of these units, two will count towards achievement
of the full Certificate; the other(s) will be recognised on a unit certificate but will not count towards
the full Certificate.

Progression opportunities
Progression into employment

The qualifications are designed to enable candidates to develop the skills that will support entry
into employment at trainee level within some applied art and design and/or media environments.
Candidates may enter employment through a work-related training programme after first achieving
a related qualification at Level 2. However, entry to employment in most media-related areas
usually involves progression to specialist Level 4 qualifications.

Progression to further qualifications

The qualifications have been designed to develop the knowledge, understanding and skills
required to enable progression to qualifications along the vertical and horizontal planes in the
National Qualifications Framework.

For example, a candidate achieving an OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and
Media may:

e undertake additional Level 1 qualifications part-time or full-time in further education, eg OCR
Level 1 National Certificate, GCSE Applied Art and Design (Double Award), Foundation GNVQ

Studies, GCSE Expressive Arts

e undertake additional Level 2 qualifications part-time or full-time in further education, eg OCR

Work experience

We have not made work experience a mandatory requirement of these qualifications (although it is
strongly recommended) because we accept the difficulties some candidates and centres have in
gaining local access to a workplace.

Supporting candidates

Centres should ensure that candidates are informed of the title of the qualification they have been
entered for and that OCR is the awarding body for their chosen qualification. To assist centres in
their support of candidates, copies of candidate handouts are provided in the section Candidate
handouts. These handouts are optional for issue and may be photocopied or adapted to suit the
needs of candidates and centres.

Qualification structure

The structure of the qualifications consists of small chunks of learning (30 guided learning hours
per unit) grouped into 3 blocks of 4 units to give opportunity for achievement at short intervals
during the course. It is hoped that this ‘block’ structure will retain candidates and increase
motivation.

Candidates may achieve certification after completion of Block 1 (National First Award), Block 2
(National Award) and Block 3 (National Certificate). Therefore, candidates may undertake a
suitably sized qualification that meets their needs. Upon achievement of a block, candidates may
undertake further units to achieve the next block. Alternatively, candidates not achieving the full
12-unit certificate but achieving the 4-unit or 8-unit award will have achieved a coherent and
meaningful qualification that they can use either to gain employment or further their education via a
different route.

In order to achieve the OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media,
candidates are required to achieve 12 units comprising mandatory units 1-6 and six optional units,
ie Blocks 1, 2 and 3.

Certification at this point leads to an OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and
Media.

Each of the Level 1 qualifications draws on the same bank of 24 units. Requirements for each
award are shown below.

All units are equally weighted.

Candidates do not have to achieve units in any particular order and tutors should tailor learning
programmes to meet individual candidate needs. It is recommended that, wherever possible,
centres adopt an holistic approach to the delivery of the qualifications and identify opportunities to
link the units. For example, there will be naturally occurring opportunities to link the evidence
collection for Unit 1 with other units where the candidates carry out activities as a team and there
will be opportunities to link sector-related evidence, eg media.

If a candidate is not able to complete a full award, their achievements will be recognised through
the issue of a unit certificate listing the units achieved.

From the central bank of 24 units, candidates must achieve four units to gain the full award.

All of the four units required are mandatory (ie are prescribed by OCR and must be achieved by all
candidates taking this award) and comprise Units 1-4.

From the central bank of 24 units, candidates must complete eight units to gain the full award.

Of the eight units required, five units are mandatory (ie are prescribed by OCR and must be
achieved by all candidates taking this award) and comprise Units 1-5.

Only one restriction is imposed on the selection of complementary optional units. Only one of
these units will count towards a full award. Apart from this restriction, centre staff and candidates
can choose the three optional units that best suit their circumstances, areas of expertise or
interest.

Compensation is available for candidates undertaking the National Award. See the section
Compensation for further guidance.

OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media
From the central bank of 24 units, candidates must complete 12 units to gain the full award.

Of the 12 units required, six units are mandatory (ie are prescribed by OCR and must be achieved
by all candidates taking this award) and comprise Units 1-6. The remaining six units can be
chosen from a list of optional units and complementary optional units.

Only one restriction is imposed on the selection of complementary optional units. Only two of
these units will count towards a full award. Apart from this restriction, centre staff and candidates
can choose the six optional units that best suit their circumstances, areas of expertise or interest.

Compensation is available for candidates undertaking the National Certificate. See the section
Compensation for further guidance.

In summary, to achieve the OCR Level 1 National First Award in Applied Art, Design and Media,
candidates must achieve four units consisting of mandatory units 1-4.

In summary, to achieve the OCR Level 1 National Award in Applied Art, Design and Media,
candidates must complete eight units consisting of mandatory units 1-5 and three optional units.
Only one complementary optional unit (Units 21-24) may count towards a full award.

In summary, to achieve the OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media,
candidates must complete 12 units consisting of mandatory units 1-6 and six optional units. Only
two complementary optional units (Units 21-24) may count towards a full award.

Centres are strongly advised to consider candidates’ career aspirations when choosing appropriate
optional units.

Particular units within the complementary optional unit list are concerned with the acquisition of
knowledge and skills that are relevant to both travel and tourism and sport and leisure. These
units are Units 23 and 24. Separate units have been designed for these units as the nature of the
activities and the evidence produced will be different for each sector area even though much of the
underpinning knowledge and skills are the same. However, OCR strongly advises that candidates
do not undertake both of these units. Candidates are unlikely to have a broad introduction of the
sector and a valuable learning experience if a disproportionate amount of evidence is provided
from one particular area.

Specialist pathways in the OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design
and Media

If a candidate achieves a minimum Pass grade for at least four of the six optional units from any
one specialist pathway, the National Certificate will be endorsed with the pathway specialism.

To achieve an OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media (Applied Art and
Design), candidates must achieve:

° six mandatory units
° at least four optional units from Units 7-13
. up to two different optional units.
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To achieve an OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media (Media),
candidates must achieve:

° six mandatory units
° at least four optional units from Units 14-20
° up to two different optional units.

Unit format
To complete each unit a candidate must:

° gain the knowledge, understanding and skills specified in the unit - they will do this through a
programme of learning devised by their centre

° produce evidence to prove that they have met each of the assessment objectives listed in the
unit — they will collect evidence whilst completing assignments or projects.

The information contained in each unit is structured in the same way. This will help centre staff
and candidates to understand fully the requirements of these qualifications. Each unit contains
nine distinct sections. Some cover mandatory requirements, others provide advice and guidance.
The nine sections are described below:

Learning outcomes
This section describes the learning outcomes that a candidate will achieve when meeting the
assessment objectives associated with the unit.

Assessment objectives

This section describes the objectives that candidates will be assessed against. It is a mandatory
requirement of these qualifications that candidates provide evidence of their skills, knowledge and
understanding in relation to each assessment objective.

Knowledge, understanding and skills

This section sets out the underpinning knowledge, understanding and skills which candidates will
need in order to be able to undertake the assessment for the unit and to meet the requirements of
the assessment objectives. Tutors should cover all of the knowledge, understanding and skills
requirements fully prior to entering candidates for assessment.

Assessment
This section specifies the mandatory requirements in relation to assessment of the unit. It details
the way in which the assessment objectives must be assessed.

Grading

This section describes the typical performance at Pass, Merit and Distinction. These grade
descriptors, together with the assessment objectives for the unit, are the measures for assessing
candidates’ achievements.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements
This section provides additional guidance for tutors on the depth and breadth of the evidence that
will be required and on the range of assessment conditions that will be acceptable.

Signposting to Key Skills

Evidence generated for these qualifications may also provide opportunities to evidence Key Skills.
Each unit provides signposting to Key Skills and the section Key Skills signposting contains a
table incorporating the Key Skills signposting across all units.

General information

Wider issues

These qualifications provide potential for centres to develop candidates’ understanding of spiritual,
moral, ethical, social and cultural issues and heighten candidates’ awareness of environmental
issues, health and safety considerations and European developments.

Spiritual, moral, ethical, social and cultural issues

Applied art, design and media offer a wide range of opportunities for the exploration of spiritual,
moral, ethical, social and cultural issues.

It is expected that these specifications will be delivered in ways that give scope for candidate-
centred learning and an activity, work-related approach to learning. Candidates will, as a result of
their studies, acquire value-added skills, through exploring issues such as different lifestyles, ethnic
and cultural identities, legal and ethical constraints associated with the sector, and issues related
to security and safety.

Environmental issues, health and safety considerations and European developments

Teachers and tutors delivering a course that supports this specification would have several
opportunities to address health and safety issues. The issue of safe working practice will be
explored through the context of understanding the health and safety requirements relevant to
different applied art, design and media environments. There is a particular focus on health and
safety in Unit 3: Introducing practical skills in applied art, design and media, Unit 7: Working in 2D
and Unit 8: Working in 3D.

Although there are no specific requirements in relation to environmental issues and European
developments, teachers and tutors would have opportunities to address all of these issues through
their choice of teaching materials.

Guided learning hours

The time it will take a candidate to complete one of these qualifications will depend on a number of
things, for instance, mode of study (ie whether full-time or part-time) and level of knowledge or
experience on entry onto the programme of study. As a general guide, each of the units in these

qualifications is likely to require approximately 30 guided learning hours (glh).

If candidates complete the OCR Level 1 National First Award in Applied Art, Design and Media
consisting of four units, 120 glh are likely to be required.

If candidates complete the OCR Level 1 National Award in Applied Art, Design and Media
consisting of eight units, 240 glh are likely to be required.
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If candidates complete the OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media
consisting of 12 units, 360 glh are likely to be required.

Mode of delivery

OCR does not specify the mode of study or specify a time limit for the achievement of these
qualifications other than the expiry dates for entry and certification laid down by the regulatory
authorities and detailed in the qualification profiles.

Centres are free to deliver these qualifications using any mode of delivery that meets the needs of
their candidates. Whatever mode of delivery is used, centres must ensure that learners have
appropriate access to the resources identified below.

Centres should consider the candidates’ complete learning experience when designing learning
programmes. This is particularly important in relation to candidates studying part-time alongside
real work commitments where candidates may bring with them a wealth of experience that should
be utilised to maximum effect by tutors and assessors.

Resources

These qualifications are designed to prepare candidates for employment or further study in the
applied art, design and media sector. The physical resources needed to support delivery and
assessment should normally be of industry standard. As a minimum, the following resources are
required for the delivery and assessment of these qualifications.

OCR strongly advises that teaching and development of subject content and associated skills be
referenced to real vocational situations, through the utilisation of appropriate industrial contact,
vocationally experienced delivery personnel, and real life case studies.

Many of the units require candidates to produce evidence requiring access to applied art, design
and media facilities and organisations. As far as possible, candidates should provide evidence
from the real work environment, eg a local publishers, media company, radio station etc. Where
this is not possible, activities may be simulated. However, assessors must ensure that the
conditions and environment realistically reflect those that would be found in applied art, design and
media settings. See the section Simulation for further guidance.

It is assumed that candidates will have access to computer facilities including Internet access as
well as library-based resources.

In some units there are specific resources to which candidates must have access in order to
achieve the assessment objectives. These are listed below.

Design and print resources

In addition, staff conducting the assessment of these qualifications must be familiar with current
practice and standards in the applied art, design and media sector. They must also understand
fully the requirements of these awards.

Centres will need to meet the above resource requirements when they seek centre approval from
OCR.

Delivery in Wales and Northern Ireland

The specification for these qualifications has been approved by ACCAC for use by centres in
Wales and by CCEA for use by centres in Northern Ireland.

Candidates in Wales or Northern Ireland should not be disadvantaged by terms, legislation or
aspects of government that are different from those in England. Where such situations might occur
the terms used have been selected as neutral, so that candidates may apply whatever is
appropriate to their own situation.

We will provide specifications, assessments and supporting documentation in English.

Further information concerning the provision of assessment materials in Welsh and Irish may be
obtained from the Information Bureau at OCR (telephone 024 76 851509).

Arrangements for candidates with special assessment needs

We aim to make sure that all candidates are given equal opportunity to demonstrate their
attainment. Full details of the arrangements available for candidates with special assessment
needs are contained in our booklet Access to Assessment: NVQs, Vocationally-Related

Qualifications (VRQs) and Other Vocational Qualifications. Regulations and Guidance relating to
Candidates with Particular Requirements (L016).

Funding
These qualifications are accredited at Level 1 of the National Qualifications Framework and are
eligible for funding under Section 96 and 97 arrangements.

Centre malpractice guidance

It is the responsibility of the Head of Centre* to report (in writing) all cases of suspected
malpractice involving centre staff or candidates, to the OCR Quality and Standards division.

When asked to do so by OCR, Heads of Centres are required to investigate instances of
malpractice promptly, and report the outcomes to the OCR Quiality and Standards division.

General information

*The Head of Centre is defined as the most senior officer in the organisation, directly responsible
for the delivery of OCR qualifications, eg the Principal of a College, the Head Teacher of a school,
the Managing Director of a private Training Provider or the Group Training Manager of a major
company.

Work-related experience

Centres will decide if work experience or work placement is to be an integral part of their OCR
Level 1 Nationals programme. It is not a compulsory part of the course. However, it is strongly
recommended that some work-related experience be undertaken.

Work experience will enable candidates to have the opportunity to access applied art, design and
media facilities and organisations.

Work placements are often difficult to find as so many places are being sought by candidates
following other courses, for example, NVQs and other vocational programmes. Centres need to
make decisions about when in the programme work experience/work placement may be
appropriate.

How work-related experience may be organised

Timetabling lessons

Some of the lessons may be organised in ‘double periods’ that back on to a lunch hour or break
time. This enables visits to be arranged to applied art, design and media facilities and
organisations within the lesson and gives time for the candidates to get back without missing other
lessons.

Organising visits

Visits might have to be arranged in one of the lessons allocated for the subject and this would be
an ideal time to visit local applied art, design and media facilities, for example, a local radio station
or local publishers. Where visits will take a longer period of time tutors should make necessary
arrangements if candidates need to miss other lessons. Make sure all statutory rules relating to
visits are covered as well as meeting the centre’s own regulations.

Work experience

Liaise with the work experience co-ordinator to establish if candidates could be placed in
appropriate applied art, design and media settings. Some candidates may have part-time
employment that can be utilised, while others may have parents who work in settings who can help
to provide opportunities for work experience.

Activities week

An activities week or similar could be used to place candidates in work experience placements.
This means that staff would be available to visit the candidates in the workplace.

Post-16 candidates
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Sometimes post-16 candidates have two-hour blocks for study time. These could be used for work
experience/work placement. This will probably mean planning individual time with the candidate
and the placement.

Legislation and procedures for work-related experience

All the centre’s internal codes of practice and policies must be applied before candidates undertake
work experience, eg insurance issues, permission from parents etc.

All practices and procedures relating to the applied art, design and media setting (external
environment) must be met before candidates can undertake work experience, for example,
insurance, police checks etc.

Candidates may be required, by the applied art, design and media setting, to submit to police

checks before undertaking work experience. This application will have to be completed some time
before work experience takes place. A fee is payable if a police check is required.
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ASSESSMENT AND MODERATION

Assessment

Each unit within these specifications is designed around the principle that candidates will build a
portfolio of evidence relating to progression towards meeting the unit assessment objectives.

The unit assessment objectives reflect the demands of the learning outcomes for each unit.

In order for candidates to be able to effectively progress towards meeting the requirements of each
assessment objective, tutors must make sure that the supporting knowledge, understanding and
skills requirements for each objective are fully addressed. The identified knowledge,
understanding and skills are not exhaustive and may be expanded upon or tailored to particular
contexts to which the unit is being taught and the assessment objective applied.

We recommend that teaching and development of subject content and associated skills be
referenced to real vocational situations, through the utilisation of appropriate industrial contact,
vocationally experienced delivery personnel, and real life case studies.

Centres should consider carefully the implications of candidates contacting applied art, design and
media facilities and organisations freely, and should examine management of such contact, in
order that candidates receive the best possible information, and that certain important vocational
contacts are not repeatedly asked for the same information from different candidates.

Assessment of these qualifications will be conducted in accordance with the appropriate codes of
practice approved and published by the regulatory authorities.

Key features of the assessment of these qualifications are:

o Assessment of all units can take place at a time to suit candidates and centres. There are no
timetabled examinations required.

e Tutors and assessors can draw on real work-based opportunities for candidates to generate
evidence. This approach has been found to motivate candidates and increase the likelihood of
them staying on the programme. Even where work-based activities are limited, these
qualifications are designed to enable candidates to generate assessment evidence in a
vocationally-relevant context.

e Performance at unit level is graded holistically, as Pass, Merit or Distinction, recognising that
candidates may perform better in meeting the requirements of some objectives more than
others.

¢ All units are centre-assessed and externally moderated by an OCR Visiting Moderator.

Centres should consider the following in relation to the assessment and moderation of candidates’
work:

Allocation of resources including assessors and internal moderators
Generation and collection of evidence

Assessment and grading of evidence

Internal moderation and sampling strategies

External moderation

Retention of centre records
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Allocation of resources

Centres should ensure that appropriate physical resources are available in line with guidance
provided in this handbook. In addition, the centre must ensure that appropriately qualified
assessors are appointed to assess candidates against the requirements of these qualifications.

An assessor may be the candidate’s tutor/teacher or another person accountable to the centre for
the assessment of evidence presented by the candidate. An assessor will be deemed to be
appropriately qualified if they have sufficient skills and knowledge within the area they are
assessing to enable them to make valid and objective assessment decisions about the candidate’s
achievements.

Centres must also ensure that sufficient resources are allocated to the internal moderation of
assessment decisions relating to these qualifications. In many cases centres will already have
systems in place to quality assure internal activities. Further guidance on internal moderation is
provided below.

Generation and collection of evidence

Evidence generated by each candidate for a specified unit should be in an appropriate format to
demonstrate the skills competency, or application of knowledge and understanding, as specified in
each assessment objective within the unit in question.

Evidence can come from a number of sources. A list of the main sources of evidence is provided
below:

Outcomes of activities — the outcome or product of a candidate’s work (either through simulated
activities, assignments, projects or real work). Further guidance on simulation and centre-devised
assignments and projects is provided below.

Observation — recorded observations of candidate performance by the assessor whilst the
candidate is undertaking activities. An example of an Observation/Witness Statement is included
in the section Supporting documentation for use by assessors.

Statements from witnesses — written or oral accounts of a candidate’s performance. An example
of an Observation/Witness Statement is included in the section Supporting documentation.
Centres must remember that withesses must only describe what they observed the candidate
doing. It is the candidate’s assessor who will assess the evidence presented against the
requirements of these awards. Often it will be necessary for assessors to make contact with
witnesses to ensure that (a) the witness statement is authentic and (b) the assessor’s interpretation
of the witness statement is accurate. Witness statements do not have to be written by the witness,
they may be recorded by the assessor after discussion with the witness and confirmed as accurate
by the witness.

A personal statement made by the candidate — a written or verbal account by the candidate of
specific incidents or situations. All personal statements made by candidates must be
authenticated.

Candidates should take responsibility for the development of their own portfolios, with appropriate
support from tutors, employers and peers, and should be aware of the necessity of clear
presentation and ordering as an aid to assessment and grading once the work is submitted.

Where evidence contributes to or fulfils more than one assessment objective on more than one
unit, the candidate should cross-reference this evidence within their unit portfolio so that evidence
can be considered by the centre assessor and by the OCR Visiting Moderator if required.
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We have designed an Evidence Record Sheet for candidates to record their evidence and cross-
reference it to assessment objectives within a particular unit. An Evidence Record Sheet (or other
suitable cross-referencing tool) must be adopted to allow External Moderators to see what
assessment objectives each piece of evidence refers to. A master Evidence Record Sheet is
included in the section Supporting documentation.

Centre-devised assignments and projects

Each assessment objective is a discrete area of assessment, however, some assessment
objectives may relate to others in various ways. Several assessment objectives may relate to an
investigation of a specific applied art, design and media facility or organisation, or one assessment
objective may extend the use of information sourced as part of another. Centres may therefore
find it useful to produce their own assignments for candidates, which provide a context in which
candidates can operate, or which set out tasks which can be undertaken to meet the requirements
of the assessment objectives, and their associated skills, knowledge and understanding.

Activities should enable candidates to produce evidence that directly relates to the assessment
objectives and allows all candidates to demonstrate their achievements across the full range of
grades, ie Pass, Merit and Distinction. Centres are encouraged to provide candidates with
assessment objectives and their associated grade descriptors to maximise their understanding of
what is expected of them and the evidence they produce.

Sufficiency of evidence

Assessors should discuss with candidates the most suitable sources of evidence and ensure
candidates are aware of the importance of quality rather than quantity when presenting evidence
for assessment. Assessors must be convinced, from the evidence presented, that candidates
working on their own can work independently to the required standard.

Simulation

Wherever possible centres should generate evidence from the real work environment. Where it is
not possible to produce evidence in this way, assessment objectives may be assessed through
simulation of a real work environment.

If work experience is not possible practical activities can be simulated. If this is a method used,
assessors must ensure that the conditions and environment realistically reflect those that would be
found in applied art, design and media settings.

OCR Visiting Moderators will need to be provided with detailed evidence to show how the following
criteria for realistic working environments have been met.

A realistic working environment is an environment within which candidates are producing evidence
subject to the following criteria:

real time pressures

real work problems or situations

real tools to do the job

realistic behaviour patterns from third parties (eg during role-play).

OCR requires centres to internally standardise activities that take place under simulated and real
conditions. Evidence that the Internal Moderator has sampled all evidence produced from
simulated environments and real work conditions must be provided to OCR Visiting Moderators.
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Centre staff should participate in standardisation meetings to ensure that live and simulated
environments, and the assessment decisions made within each environment, are comparable.

Assessment and grading of evidence

It is the assessor’s responsibility to assess the evidence presented by the candidate, provide
feedback to the candidate, and award an initial grade which will be confirmed through internal and
external moderation. Assessors will judge candidates’ evidence against the assessment objectives
and grade descriptors specified in the unit.

Grading

Within each unit OCR has produced grade descriptors which exemplify the typical performance of
a candidate operating at the grade level described for the unit portfolio as a whole.

When awarding a grade, centre assessors must utilise the following elements when formulating
their grading decision:

1 The degree to which the candidate has met the requirements of each assessment objective.
When grading across a whole unit portfolio of evidence, candidates may perform better in
meeting the requirement of some objectives than others. This performance will be
dependent on the level of the command language in the objective (eg describe, explain,
suggest, justify), the context of the assessment, and the mode of assessment (written, oral
etc).

2 The unit grade descriptors, which provide indications of the required level and breadth of
evidence to be assessed against particular grade outcomes.

A Pass grade will be awarded if the evidence presented meets at least the minimum requirements
of the assessment objectives as specified by the Pass grade descriptor.

A Merit grade will be awarded if the evidence presented provides a closer match to the Merit grade
descriptor than to the Pass grade descriptor.

A Distinction grade will be awarded if the evidence presented provides a closer match to the
Distinction grade descriptor than to the Merit grade descriptor.
Methods of assessment

It is the assessor’s responsibility to choose the best method of assessing a candidate in relation to
their individual circumstances. The methods chosen must be:

e valid

o reliable

e safe and manageable and

e suitable to the needs of the candidate.
Valid

A valid assessment method is one which is capable of measuring the knowledge or skills in
question. For example, a written test cannot measure a candidate’s practical skills or their ability to
work well with others.
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Validity can also be compromised if a candidate does not understand what is required of them. For
example, one valid method of assessing a candidate’s knowledge and understanding is to question
them. If the questions posed are difficult for the candidate to understand (not in terms of the
content but the way they are phrased, for example) the validity of the assessment method is
questionable.

As well as assessment methods being valid, the evidence presented must also be valid. For
example, it would not be appropriate to present an organisation’s equal opportunities policy as
evidence towards a candidate’s understanding of how the equal opportunities policy operates
within an applied art, design and media setting. It would be more appropriate for the candidate to
incorporate the policy within a report describing different approaches to equal opportunities.

Reliable
A reliable method of assessment will produce consistent results for different assessors on each
assessment occasion. Internal moderators must make sure that all assessors’ decisions are

consistent.

Safe and manageable

Assessors and internal moderators must make sure that the assessment methods are safe and
manageable and do not put unnecessary demands on the candidate and/or the organisation if real
work features in the assessment.

Suitable to the needs of the candidate

OCR is committed to ensuring that achievement of these awards is free from unnecessary barriers.
Centres must follow this commitment through when designing assignments and/or considering
assessment.

If centre staff think that any aspect of these qualifications unfairly restricts access and progression,
they should talk to their OCR Visiting Moderator about this.

The following assessment methods are considered suitable for assessors to adopt for these
awards:

e observation of a candidate doing something
e examination of evidence
e questioning of the candidate or witness.

Observation

The assessor and candidate should plan observations together but it is the assessor’s
responsibility to record the observation properly.

After the observation has taken place, the assessor needs to record an assessment decision and
the justification for the decision.

Examining the evidence

Evidence can reflect how the candidate carried out the process or it can be the product of a
candidate’s work or a product relating to the candidate’s competence.

For example:
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The process that the candidate carries out could be recorded in a case history, personal statement
or witness testimony.

The product of a candidate’s work could be documents produced as a result of an assignment.
After the assessor has examined the evidence, the assessor must record an assessment decision
and the justification for the decision.

Questioning

Questioning the candidate is normally an ongoing part of the assessment process, and may in
some circumstances provide evidence to support achievement of assessment objectives.

Questioning is often used to:

o test a candidate’s knowledge of facts and procedures
e check if a candidate understands principles and theories and
e collect information on the type and purpose of the processes a candidate has gone through.

Assessors should ask open questions, that is questions where the candidate has to give an answer
other than ‘yes’ or ‘no’. Centres should be careful to avoid complicated questions that may
confuse the candidate.

If questioning is to be used as evidence towards achievement of specific assessment objectives, it
is important that assessors record enough information about what they asked and how the
candidate replied to allow the assessment decision to be moderated.

Questioning witnesses is normally an ongoing part of validating written witness statements.
However, questioning witnesses can be used for other purposes. Assessors should be able to
speak to witnesses and record, in whatever way is suitable, the verbal statements of these
witnesses. A record of a verbal statement is a form of witness statement and could provide
valuable evidence.

Internal moderation and sampling strategies

Centres must have in place processes to review assessors’ decisions and ensure that they are
correctly interpreting and applying the standards described in the specifications. The system used
to do this is a matter for individual centres and OCR fully supports the use of the centres’ own
quality assurance systems where this ensures robust internal standardisation. Centres must keep
records of internal assessment and have these available for inspection by the OCR Visiting
Moderator.

Internal moderators should sample assessments systematically in order to ensure the quality and
consistency of assessment decisions made by assessors.

Sampling guidance

Internal moderators should aim to draw their samples from across all candidates, all grades
awarded and all assessors. Sample sizes will, of course, reflect the number of candidates entered.

External moderation

External moderation ensures centres’ internal assessment meets the national requirements of
these qualifications.
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OCR Visiting Moderators are appointed by OCR to carry out two distinct roles. They provide
advice and guidance to centre staff and moderate centre assessment decisions.

External moderation of a centre’s assessment decisions is achieved through systematic sampling.
The assessment decisions of each assessor submitting work will be sampled at every moderation
visit and it is expected that all units for a First Award will be sampled over a one-year period and all
units for an Award or a Certificate will be sampled over a two-year period. The outcomes of
moderation will apply to all work submitted in each batch for moderation. No substitution of
candidates’ work will be allowed unless prior agreement of the OCR Visiting Moderator has been
obtained. Each centre can have up to two visits per year. Additional chargeable visits can be
arranged by contacting OCR Operations, Coventry.

On the basis of the sample taken, the OCR Visiting Moderator will either agree in the main with the
centre’s assessment decisions or disagree with the centre’s assessment decisions in relation to
particular units.

If the decision is agree, the centre’s assessment decisions for all candidates’ work entered for
moderation on that occasion (ie in the single batch of work submitted for moderation) will be
confirmed by the OCR Visiting Moderator at the end of the moderation visit. Some small degree of
disagreement is allowed through the sampling process. In these cases, the OCR Visiting
Moderator will provide clear written advice to the centre to help future assessment and, where
appropriate, agree action points with the centre.

If the decision is disagree, the OCR Visiting Moderator will provide feedback to the centre and
agree appropriate action. Disagreement is usually due to one of the following:

o Work does not meet the required standard.

e Assessment in the sample is inconsistent.

e Some evidence is missing or has not been cross-referenced to the assessment objectives, so
cannot be located by the OCR Visiting Moderator.

e There is no evidence of assessment having taken place.

At the end of each moderation visit the OCR Visiting Moderator will prepare a written report which
will include comments on the accuracy of assessment and record the action agreed.

It is the OCR Visiting Moderator’s responsibility to authorise Certification Record Forms (CRFs)
and return these to OCR for processing.

During some moderation visits, the OCR Visiting Moderator may be accompanied by another OCR
Officer(s) for quality assurance purposes. Wherever possible, centres will be informed of this prior
to the visit taking place.

Retention of centre records

A centre must make sure that assessment and moderation records are available for external
moderation purposes. The OCR Nationals Administration Catalogue (A28) contains examples of
assessment records. The use of these forms is optional and centres may devise their own
documentation if they wish. Assessment records must be securely retained by the centre for a
minimum of three years following candidate achievement of the qualification (ie from the date of
certification).

Candidates who provide evidence that meets the assessment objectives for all units that make up
a full award will receive:

e a certificate listing the units (with grades allocated) and
e a certificate giving the full qualification title (with grade allocated).

Candidates achieving one or more units but who do not meet the requirements for a full award, will
receive a certificate listing the units they have achieved.
Grading

After assessment each unit is graded Fail, Pass, Merit or Distinction. For successful candidates
the grade awarded will be displayed on the unit certificate.

In addition, each full award will have an overall grade of Pass, Merit or Distinction allocated
depending on candidates’ achievements at unit level. To arrive at the grade for the full award, we
allocate points to each unit as follows:

One point for a unit graded at Pass

Two points for a unit graded at Merit

Three points for a unit graded at Distinction
Nil points for a unit graded at Fail.

OCR Level 1 National First Award in Applied Art, Design and Media

In order to achieve the OCR Level 1 National First Award in Applied Art, Design and Media
candidates must achieve a minimum Pass grade for:

e mandatory units 1-4

To achieve a Pass grade for the full First Award, candidates must achieve a minimum of four
points in total.

To achieve a Merit grade for the full First Award, candidates must achieve a minimum of seven
points in total.

To achieve a Distinction grade for the full First Award, candidates must achieve a minimum of
nine points in total.
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OCR Level 1 National Award in Applied Art, Design and Media

In order to achieve the OCR Level 1 National Award in Applied Art, Design and Media,
candidates must:

e achieve a minimum Pass grade for mandatory units 1-5

e complete three optional units and achieve a minimum Pass grade for at least two of these. A
maximum of one complementary optional unit may be chosen

e achieve a minimum of eight points for all units completed (see Compensation below).

To achieve a Pass grade for the full Award, candidates must achieve a minimum of eight points in
total.

To achieve a Merit grade for the full Award, candidates must achieve a minimum of 13 points in
total.

To achieve a Distinction grade for the full Award, candidates must achieve a minimum of 19
points in total.

OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media

In order to achieve the OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media,
candidates must:

e achieve a minimum Pass grade for all six mandatory units

e complete six optional units and achieve a minimum Pass grade for at least four of these. A
maximum of two complementary optional units may be chosen

e achieve a minimum of 12 points for all units completed (see Compensation below).

To achieve a Pass grade for the full Certificate, candidates must achieve a minimum of 12 points
in total.

To achieve a Merit grade for the full Certificate, candidates must achieve a minimum of 20 points
in total.

To achieve a Distinction grade for the full Certificate, candidates must achieve a minimum of 28
points in total.

Candidates wishing to specialise at Level 1 and gain a certificate endorsed with their chosen
specialism must:

achieve a minimum Pass grade for all six mandatory units

achieve a minimum Pass grade for four units chosen from one specialist pathway
complete two further optional units

achieve a minimum of 12 points for all units completed (see Compensation below).
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Compensation

Candidates must complete the required number of units for the Award and Certificate (ie eight and
12 units respectively). However, compensation is available for candidates who might fail one or
two optional units but achieve Distinction or Merit grades for other units.

A candidate may fail a maximum of one optional unit within the eight-unit Award.
A candidate may fail a maximum of two optional units within the 12-unit Certificate.

If a candidate fails one or two optional units (maximum) they may still achieve the full qualification if
their total points achieved equal at least:

¢ 8 points for the Level 1 National Award
e 12 points for the Level 1 National Certificate.

Compensation does not apply to mandatory units or units which are required to be passed as part
of the National Certificate to obtain a specialist endorsement.

Claiming certificates

For all units a Certification Record Form (CRF) must be completed when a candidate has finished
as much of the award as they want at that time. Centres should only submit for moderation
completed and assessed units that they consider meet the required minimum Pass standard. The
only exception to this will be optional units for which compensation might apply. Further guidance
is given in the OCR Nationals Administration Catalogue (A28).

Replacement certificates

If a replacement certificate is required a request must be made to the OCR Operations Division on
024 76 470033, or in writing to the Coventry office, and an application form with further instructions
will be sent. A charge will be made for a replacement certificate.

Changes to candidate registration

Further guidance about the following sections is provided in the OCR Nationals Administration
Catalogue (A28).

Moving up

OCR Level 1 Nationals qualifications have been structured so that there is a natural progression
route within the suite from First Award to Award to Certificate. Topping up allows candidates
access to only the four additional units required to complete the next qualification. Therefore,
candidates must fully complete and claim four units before topping up.

Transfers

Centres can transfer candidate registrations provided transfer is requested before any units are
claimed.
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Special claims

Where a candidate is registered for the OCR Level 1 National Award and has claimed some units
towards this award, but is unable to complete all eight units required for the full award, OCR will
allow a centre to make a special claim for the candidate to receive the OCR Level 1 National First
Award, provided the candidate has achieved the four units required for the National First Award.

Likewise, where a candidate is registered for the OCR Level 1 National Certificate and has claimed
some units towards this award, but is unable to complete all 12 units required for the full award,
OCR will allow a centre to make a special claim for the candidate to receive either the OCR Level 1
National Award or the OCR Level 1 National First Award, depending on the units achieved.

Candidates review team working giving a range of examples from their own work and that of the
team. A range of improvements is described with some detail and supported with reasons.
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Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

This unit is concerned with the acquisition of ‘generic’ skills that candidates will be able to transfer
to numerous working environments in the applied art, design and media sector.

This unit may be delivered alongside production units and Unit 4: Investigating options for work in
applied art, design and media. Candidates will probably work in teams to produce applied art,
design and media products. In Unit 4 they will learn about different job roles.

Evidence for Assessment Objective 1 could be collected through visits to media and art and design
organisations or through visiting speakers who work in the relevant sectors. There are also other
sources of information such as programmes from art exhibitions or television listings magazines
will give information about the roles involved in production teams. Evidence could also be
collected through practical work. Candidates should be encouraged to investigate a range of team
roles. Some may overlap, for example, newspaper editors and television producers can be
considered both practitioners and managers. However, at least three different roles should be
recognised. The Distinction level candidate may discuss such overlapping of team roles.

Evidence for Assessment Objective 2 could take the form of a witness statement by the tutor
observing a planning meeting. Another type of evidence could be minutes of planning meetings
written by the candidates. The tutor could take the role of a client requiring a radio advert or the
head of an advertising company wanting new designs. Any activities are acceptable for
Assessment Objectives 2, 3 and 4 as long as it involves at least three people. These activities
however should involve a number of tasks so that each candidate has the opportunity to make a
substantial contribution. For example, in editing a video, the activity can be subdivided into a
number of tasks for which individuals could plan and take responsibility such as booking
equipment, logging tapes, making an edit decision list, making edits, dubbing a sound track,
labelling tapes etc.

Evidence for Assessment Objectives 3, 4 and 5 could be generated through production meetings
and through practical production work witnessed by the tutor. Candidates should carry out
activities and behave in a way that would be acceptable in the workplace. Video or audio tapes
and production or work experience diaries could also evidence achievement in Assessment
Objective 4. Success in Assessment Objective 5 is not related to the quality of the product but to
the way in which the team worked.

Examples of supporting evidence that could be given in the portfolio include planning aids such as
checklists and action plans. Meeting notes for each stage of the team activity must be present,
together with the review meeting notes.

Assessors may find it helpful to form small teams of four to five candidates for the team activities.
Candidates should have the opportunity of forming different teams for the second activity so that
they work with a different group of people.

Candidates should carry out activities and behave in a way that would be acceptable in the

workplace, eg they should be aware of, and work within the constraints of health and safety in the
workplace.

Candidates identify and give a detailed explanation of one legal and one ethical constraint giving
examples from a range of products they have investigated.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

For Assessment Objective 1 it is suggested that candidates learn about the content of the products
made in this sector through making a broad analysis of a selection of products from media and art
and design areas. They should be looking at, or listening to the products from a
commercial/vocational viewpoint rather than as consumers. For example, most candidates will
have seen an episode of a television soap on television but now they will be encouraged to identify
its content in terms of camera shots, music, script and narrative structure. Candidates should
cover a range of products from both sectors although they may choose to discuss products from
one particular area in greater detail.

For Assessment Objective 2 the purpose of products and their target audience or major consumer
group could be identified though the use of questionnaires, interviews with specific consumer
groups and target audiences or discussion groups.

For Assessment Objective 3 it is recommended that candidates have the opportunity to investigate
the processes and job roles through visits to design studios, radio stations, art exhibitions etc. The
processes may also be taught alongside candidates’ own practical work for Unit 3: Introducing
practical skills in applied art, design and media. Job roles may be taught through both Unit 1:
Working as a team in applied art, design and media and Unit 4: Investigating options for work in
applied art, design and media.

For Assessment Objective 4 visits and visiting speakers can be useful in highlighting the
importance of legal and ethical constraints. Again, these issues may also arise in classroom
discussions with a teacher/tutor about the content of products they are making.

Each candidate carries out one type of basic primary research and one type of basic secondary
research. Their research is limited using, for example, a small sample. They identify one or two
items of secondary source material. They present findings briefly.

Candidates list one or two items of equipment and materials. They identify briefly their purpose
and explain briefly how they were stored.

Candidates give a basic review of their progress in practical skills, evaluating against one or two
criteria. They identify their strongest skills.

Merit level

Candidates’ portfolios provide five examples of work of a sound standard that have been produced
using a range of skills from both applied art and design and media areas. Candidates will have
worked without support. There are witness statements indicating that candidates have followed
safe working practices.

Candidates complete a proposal form/design brief identifying the product purpose and target
audience. They explain in detail the product idea possibly using treatments, sketches or diagrams.
The proposal/design brief includes a sound list of resources and estimate of costs.

Each candidate carries out one type of primary research and one type of secondary research.
Their research is sound using, for example, a sample connected with the proposed target
audience. They describe the use of one or two items of secondary source material. They present
findings possibly using graphs and charts.

Candidates list three or four items of equipment and materials. They describe briefly their purpose
and explain briefly how they were stored.

Candidates give a sound review of their progress in practical skills, evaluating against two or three
criteria. They briefly describe their strongest skills.
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Distinction level

Candidates’ portfolios provide five examples of work of a high level and creative standard that
have been produced using a range of skills from both applied art and design and media areas.
Candidates will have worked without support. There are witness statements indicating that
candidates have followed safe working practices.

Candidates complete a proposal form/design brief explaining the product purpose and target
audience. They explain in detail the product idea, possibly using treatments, sketches or
diagrams. The proposal/design brief includes a detailed list of resources and estimate of costs.

Each candidate carries out one type of primary research and one type of secondary research.
Their research is extensive using, for example, a large sample connected with the proposed target
audience. They justify the use of one or two items of secondary source material. They present
findings, possibly using charts and graphs, and justify their choice of research method.

Candidates list four or five items of equipment and materials. They describe in detail their purpose
and explain briefly how they were stored.

Candidates give a high level review of their progress in practical skills, evaluating against three or
four criteria. They describe their strongest skills and suggest improvements.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

Candidates will provide their responses in writing and/or through the use of video and audio tapes
and assessor written records. Photographic evidence showing large examples of work such as
artwork and set design are acceptable. Evidence of practical skills can be supported by witness
statements.

Candidates should carry out their activities and behave in a way that would be acceptable in the
workplace.

Tasks will probably not be carried out in a real work situation. However, office and studio
environments in which candidates carry out practical activities should follow current industrial
working practices. Candidates must show they are able to do the practical tasks in a safe manner.

It is recommended that candidates have the opportunity to experience and practise a range of
applied art, design and media skills before they choose which work to submit in their portfolios.
Demonstration of some skills may be evidenced through making the product.

The creation of a portfolio of work gives the candidates opportunities to practise skills. Itis
expected the examples of work will be small, eg a photograph, a short newspaper story, a cartoon,
a radio station ID. Editing need not be complex, eg the cropping of a photograph or adding sound
effects to a radio advert. This is an area, however, which gives the candidate the opportunity to
demonstrate skills at Distinction level. For example, the Pass level candidate will edit using cuts
whereas the Distinction level candidate will use wipes and fades. Witness statements can support
candidate evidence such as tapes, photographs or paper documents.

Each candidate is expected to write a proposal/design brief and carry out research for a new
applied art and design or media product. It is expected that teachers/tutors will provide candidates
with a proforma for the proposal/design brief.

It is acceptable for the tutor or technician to support individuals in completing the Health & Safety
Manual or instructional video/audio tape product. If a video/audio tape is made, candidates may
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need to use other members of their peer group to work in their team as presenters or camera
operators. They may edit the final product with help from tutors and technicians. It is essential
however that the content is prepared by the individual candidate.

The review can be a written or a verbal review. Teachers/tutors may provide candidates with a
proforma for the review or may write a withess statement of an interview with the candidate.

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The personal career plan identifies a career area and two or three employment preferences but
there is no clear link between the two and no progression is identified. There are one or two
limited suggestions for gaining qualifications, training or how to gain relevant experience.

Merit level

Candidates find information on one area of the applied art, design and media sector. They give a
brief description of growing or declining areas and types of employers. They briefly explain the
impact of change on employment, identifying two or three changes.

Candidates identify and use three sources of information to find out about four aspects of each job
role. They briefly describe each aspect using appropriate terminology. They identify one job
vacancy for each job role.

Candidates are able to identify a range of strengths and one or two weaknesses in their personal
qualities and skills. They describe their achievements and experience.

The CV uses appropriate headings and gives basic information and is clearly presented.

The personal career plan identifies a career area and links this with the candidate’s employment
preferences and there is a limited suggestion of progression within the career. There are brief
descriptions relating to gaining qualifications, training or how to gain relevant experience.

Distinction level

Candidates find information on one area of the applied art, design and media sector. They give a
detailed description of growing or declining areas and types of employers, possibly giving
examples from case studies. They explain in some detail the impact of change on employment,
identifying two or three changes.

Candidates identify and use three sources of information to find out about four aspects of each job
role. They describe, using examples, each aspect using appropriate terminology. They identify
one job vacancy for each job role.

Candidates are able to identify a range of strengths and one or two weaknesses in their personal
qualities and skills and link these with their chosen career area. They describe their achievements
and experience with reference to applied art, design or media.

The CV uses appropriate headings and information, clearly presented and presented to highlight
areas relevant to the applied art, design or media sectors.

The personal career plan identifies a career area and links this with the candidate’s employment
preferences and there is a range of suggestions for progression within the industry. There are
descriptions with details of training organisations/colleges/employers relating to gaining
qualifications, training or how to gain relevant experience.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

Candidates may provide their responses in writing and/or through the use of video and assessor
written records.

Candidates could collect information in groups about the types of employment offered by
companies and the job roles that exist. Presentations could be given to the whole group or in
small groups once the information has been collated.

Paired work could promote discussion about the skills and qualities required for the advertisement
selected.
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The careers teacher/advisor could be approached for materials that could be used for candidates
to determine their personal qualities and achievements. These could be in the form of a
questionnaire or an interactive programme. The latter would help candidates to match their own
personal qualities and skills to suitable job roles. Paired work with another member of the group to
discuss their findings could enable the candidates to confirm or otherwise the qualities and skills
they think they have.

Alternatively/additionally the candidates’ Records of Achievement could contribute to the
identification of qualities, skills and achievements.

The plan
covers steps in a logical order, timescales, resources and identifies whether assistance is needed.

Candidates follow all the steps in their plan and meet the deadline. They describe the results with
some detail referring to two or three criteria. They report the results to the supervisor.

Candidates describe with some detail the success of the solution referring to two or three criteria.
They comment on possible improvements or alternative solutions.

Distinction level

Candidates give a clear analysis of a given problem. They talk to the supervisor and colleagues.
They are able to recognise independently and describe in detail the extent and the implications of
the problem.

Candidates suggest two solutions, both of which appear realistic. Their suggestions cover a range
of criteria. In their explanation justifying their choice they compare the strengths and weaknesses
of the solutions.

Candidates agree a solution with the supervisor. They produce a plan independently. The plan is
well presented either verbally or in writing and covers steps in a logical order. Timescales and
resources are precisely listed and the plan identifies whether assistance is needed.

Candidates follow all the steps in their plan and meet the deadline. They describe the results in
detail referring to a range of criteria. They are proactive in reporting the results to the supervisor.

When reviewing the success of the project and their own performance, candidates comment upon
each aspect and evidence is likely to show a high level of depth and understanding and be
supported by examples. The justification shows a high level of understanding of how
improvements could affect future performance.

Candidates describe in detail the success of the solution referring to a range of criteria. Even

though they will have carried out their solution effectively they are able to discuss possible
improvements or alternative solutions.

This unit is concerned with the acquisition of ‘generic’ skills that candidates will be able to transfer
to numerous working environments in the applied art, design and media sector.

Candidates will be able to use the skills gained through Unit 1: Working as a team in applied art,
design and media and Unit 5: Communication skills in applied art, design and media to
demonstrate an understanding and awareness of good communication skills. They will be able to
work effectively with others and be aware of the needs of others. Candidates will be able to show
an awareness of the importance of working to deadlines and reporting problems promptly. They
will be able to demonstrate good communication skills both written and verbal.

Grading
Pass level

Candidates demonstrate a basic understanding of how to use different materials and construction
techniques. Design ideas and construction methods show limited creative input and skill.

Influences and sources are investigated in a basic way which only contributes minimally to the
development of own work. Candidates’ work develops in a basic and conventional way, showing
limited creative input. Ideas are observational rather than original and use a limited range of
expression and samples.

Making methods and instructions are basic with annotation limited to brief remarks.

The final outcome is adequate, showing little creative flair and skill. Presentation is pedestrian.
The reasoning behind evaluative judgements may not be clear with little linking between the various
processes. Organisation of ideas and presentation of them is limited.

Merit level

Candidates demonstrate a clear and sound understanding of how to use different materials and
making techniques. Design ideas and construction methods show creative input and skill.

Influences and sources are investigated competently and enhance the development of own work.
Developmental work is organised and creative. The potential and limitation of construction
methods are explored. Ideas are creative and original.

Making methods and instructions are competent and informed with purposeful annotation and
comments made to explain progress.

Work is organised and the final outcome and presentation shows creative flair and skill. The
reasoning behind evaluative judgements is sound.

Distinction level

Candidates demonstrate a thorough and detailed understanding of how to use different materials
and making techniques. Design ideas and construction methods demonstrate full creative
understanding.

Influences and sources are thoroughly investigated and used confidently to support the
development of own work. Developmental work is well organised and imaginative. The potential
and limitation of construction methods are fully explored. |deas are imaginative and original,
showing creative flair and ability.
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Making methods and instructions are thorough and informed with purposeful and consistent
annotation and comments made to explain progress. The aesthetic qualities of the work have been
well considered.

Work is well organised and the final outcome imaginatively and skilfully presented. The reasoning
behind evaluative judgements is at a high level.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

The aim of this unit is to provide candidates with an opportunity to explore the creative potential and
making techniques of a range of textile processes and develop through research, ideas, and
production of a finished item.

Candidates should be encouraged to consider different methods of construction and finishing,
although it is not intended that they produce finished items in all the examples given in the unit.

Skills should be developed through exploration of the creative potential and limitations of various
construction materials and techniques. If available experimentation with other materials may be
possible such as moulded rubbers and plastics, wire and mesh, and found objects.

Candidates should consider the different contexts they could design for, such as ready to wear,
sport and leisure, theatre and performance.

Pass level

Candidates collect at least four different examples of graphic design work. They identify the
purpose of the examples in simplistic terms. They give a limited description of content.

Candidates’ stylebooks give at least two examples relating to text and images. They include an
example of a colour wheel. They may give one or two examples of techniques. They give a
simplistic explanation of the importance of elements and techniques in giving meaning and being
suitable for certain audiences.
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Candidates are given text and choose a font or style that is legible. There is at least one image and
typeface or style of calligraphy. The typeface, calligraphy or image may not be the most
appropriate for the chosen product.

Candidates position text and images to produce at least two thumbnails. They produce one rough
and a visual. The work shows little evidence of the use of design principles. Candidates may not
choose the best thumbnail to develop. There is little difference between the original thumbnail and
the visual. The layout of the visual may not follow the conventional layout for the chosen product.

Merit level

Candidates collect at least four different examples of graphic design work. They describe the
purpose of the examples, relating purpose to content. They clearly describe the key points relating
to content in some detail. They use some design terminology.

Candidates’ stylebooks give a range of examples relating to text and images. They explain the use
of a colour wheel. They may give one or two examples of techniques. They give a clear
explanation of the importance of elements and techniques in giving meaning. They are able to
relate elements and techniques to different purposes and specific audiences.

Candidates are given text and choose a font or style of calligraphy that is legible. There is at least
one image and more than one style or size of typeface or calligraphy. The typeface, calligraphy or
image is appropriate for the chosen product.

Candidates position text and images to produce at least two thumbnails. They produce one rough
and a visual. The work shows evidence of the use of design principles. Candidates may choose

the best thumbnail to develop. There is a clear difference between the original thumbnail and the
visual. The layout of the visual follows the conventional layout for the chosen product. The visual
is well presented.

Distinction level

Candidates collect at least four different examples of graphic design work. They describe the
purpose of the examples, relating purpose to content. They clearly describe the key points relating
to content in some detail and using design terminology fluently. They are able to comment on what
makes the designs successful or unsuccessful and make comparisons between the examples.

Candidates’ stylebooks give a range of examples relating to text and images. They demonstrate
the use of a colour wheel. They give two or three examples of techniques. They give a clear and
detailed explanation of the importance of elements and techniques in giving meaning. They are
able to demonstrate how elements and techniques relate to different purposes and specific
audiences.

Candidates are given text and extract sections to use in the product. They choose a font or style of
calligraphy that is legible and appropriate. There is at least one image and more than one style or
size of typeface or calligraphy. The typeface or image is appropriate for the chosen product. The
image shows originality or creativity.

Candidates position text and images to produce at least two thumbnails. They produce one rough
and a visual. The work shows clear evidence of the use of design principles. They choose the
best thumbnail to develop. There is a clear difference between the original thumbnail and the
visual. The visual is well presented and clearly follows conventions of layout for the chosen
product. The visual shows a high level of originality or creativity. It forms a strong message of
communication.
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Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements
This unit could be delivered and assessed alongside Unit 19: Introducing publishing.

For Assessment Objective 1, candidates could compile a portfolio or examples or make a research
board. They could work in teams to produce a range of research boards on a particular theme
such as soup tin labels or magazine covers. However, their individual evidence should show
copies of four different examples graphic design. These could all be food labels or they could
cover a range of types, for example, food label, magazine, CD cover, book jacket, packaging.
Evidence could also consist of copies of the four examples accompanied by a witness statement of
a verbal presentation to the class.

For Assessment Objective 2, candidates could produce either a style book or mood/design boards
with annotations explaining the significance of design elements.

For Assessment Objective 3, the tutor could set as a design brief any of the suggested range of
products that may tie in with other units being studied. For example if candidates are doing Unit 18:
Introducing film they may be interested in making a film poster. The design brief should state the
product which is to be designed, the purpose and target audience.

The text can be given in the brief, for example title and author of a book. However, there should be
some extra text included such as price, ISBN or synopsis that candidates can choose not to use in
the design. This will give them the opportunity to meet the Distinction grading descriptor.
Candidate may use pre-existing logos or design their own.

For Assessment Objective 4, although it is hoped that candidates have the opportunity to use
computer software such as Microsoft Publishers or Serif Page Plus, it is possible for candidates to
achieve this unit by using calligraphy and cut and paste techniques. This will also give them an
understanding of design techniques and decisions that underpin knowledge of graphic and design
principles. Candidates could work as a team and each produce a specific page of a newspaper, for
example, sports page, fashion page.

For Assessment Objective 4, candidates will gain experience of the design process. They are
expected to produce at least two thumbnails. They should choose which idea to progress to the
‘rough’ stage based on fitness for purposes and aesthetic reasons. They may reach a decision
after consultation with the ‘client’, ie the tutor. The final stage in terms of this unit is the ‘visual’ or
‘mock up’. They are not expected to produce ‘mechanicals’ or camera-ready artwork.

They are able to make consistent comments and
judgements on a range of art, craft and design work and show awareness and understanding of the
significance of works of art and design and individual artists.

Candidates show a sound ability to compare different works and give own opinions. They show
they understand the significance of works of art and design, and that of individual artists.

Candidates consistently demonstrate an understanding of how others’ work and identify significant
stylistic techniques. This is successfully related to their own work.

Candidates’ practical work clearly shows the influence or inspiration of others’ work.
Distinction level

Candidates demonstrate a thorough and detailed understanding of observation, interpretation and
knowledge of a key movement in art and design. They are able to make constructive and coherent
comments and judgements on a range of art, craft and design work and show awareness and
understanding of the significance of works of art and design. A consistent level of knowledge is
demonstrated on individual artists and their work.

Informed and reasoned judgements and comments are made and there is an ability to compare
different works and give own opinions. Candidates show a clear understanding of the significance
of works of art and design, and that of individual artists.

Candidates consistently demonstrate an understanding of how others’ work and identify significant
stylistic techniques and working methods. This is successfully and confidently related to their own
written and practical work.

Candidates’ practical work is confident and clearly shows the strong influence or inspiration of
others’ work.
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Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

The aim of this unit is to provide candidates with an opportunity to develop a critical awareness of
art, craft and design through detailed study of an art and design movement. While it is only
necessary to examine one key movement in detail, it will be important that candidates are
introduced to the wide range and diversity of the many historical and contemporary art and design
movements.

Candidates should be encouraged to consider different methods and conditions of the production
of works of art and design, and critical reception and comments at the time and since.

Critical skills should be developed and encouraged through accurate description, clear analysis and
thoughtful interpretation. It is important that candidates understand that there is not necessarily a
single acceptable interpretation of works of art and design. Candidates will need to develop
confidence in making their own judgements about images and objects and to this end should be
encouraged to use as many sources as possible.

Candidates should be encouraged to produce both written and practical work for this unit.
Drawings, photographs and other gathered images based on the candidates’ own observations
should be analysed and be supported by technical notes, descriptions and explanations of methods
and procedures.

Candidates’ own practical work should clearly show the influences of, or inspiration of, a
movement, style or artist. Copying others’ work is not acceptable.

Candidates will need access to library resources. They should be directed and taught how to use a
range of historical and contemporary information from books, magazines, the Internet, and CD-
ROMs.

Other visual aids should be used by teaching staff such as slides and videos.

Visits to museums, galleries and other venues should be encouraged in order that candidates can
study relevant and appropriate work at first hand.

Candidates plan a simple music soundtrack and identify a section of a media product for the music
to accompany. They identify and locate appropriate music independently and show awareness of
copyright issues. They book the editing studio/area and two or three items of equipment and order
sufficient materials.

Candidates use equipment independently and confidently to add music to the chosen moving
images and/or dialogue. They use techniques competently including fades. The level of sound is
appropriate.

Candidates give a brief description of feedback gained through playing the sequence to one or two
members of the target audience and colleagues or make a comparison with named professional
products. They describe one or two strengths and weaknesses in the technical quality and the
suitability of the soundtrack

Distinction level

Candidates give a detailed description of four different types of music used in a range of media
products, giving current examples from the media. They demonstrate a clear understanding of the
purpose of the music and the relationship between the music and the moving images and/or
dialogue.

Candidates plan a simple music soundtrack and identify a section of a media product for the music
to accompany. They identify and locate appropriate music independently. Their choice shows
creativity and originality. They show understanding of copyright issues. They book the editing
studio/area and a comprehensive range of equipment and order sufficient materials.

Candidates use equipment independently to add music to the chosen moving images and/or
dialogue. They use techniques competently and creatively including fades. The level of sound is
appropriate.

Candidates give a description of feedback gained through playing the sequence to one or two
members of the target audience and colleagues and make a comparison with named professional
products. They describe one or two strengths and weaknesses in the technical quality and the
suitability of the soundtrack and suggest improvements.

Unit 14 - Using music in television, film and radio

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

This unit could be delivered and assessed alongside other production units, eg Unit 3: Introducing
practical skills in applied art, design and media, Unit 15: Introducing new media, Unit 16:
Introducing radio, Unit 17: Introducing video and Unit 18: Introducing film.

Evidence for Assessment Objective 1 could be met by analysing a range of television, radio or film
products or centres can concentrate on one pathway.

For Assessment Objective 2, candidates can plan to use pre-existing copyright music or can use
their own music that they have recorded. However, it is not essential that candidates record their
own music.

For Assessment Objective 3 achievement could be evidenced through witness statements.

For Assessment Objective 4 the review could take the form of a presentation a discussion with the
tutor or a written report.

Where possible, centres should try to develop links and/or visits to sound recording facilities, or,
perhaps, to local radio stations.

A
simple technique or the use of simple equipment is demonstrated but the last sample shows
technical improvement in quality from the first. A witness statement shows that candidates needed
a low level of support in using the equipment.

Candidates identify where digital equipment has been used in a media product. A simple technique
or simple equipment has been used effectively. The quality of the work is technically good.

Candidates make a review with some detail of their work. They refer to their skills, the equipment
and the product.

Distinction level

Candidates give a detailed description of the technology in two types of new media possibly using
diagrams or named examples from specific industries. They describe, using a range of criteria,
how particular media sectors have been affected by the new technology.

Candidates’ portfolios contain three short samples of work demonstrating the chosen technique. A
technique of moderate complexity or complex equipment has been used. The last sample shows
technical and creative improvement in quality from the first. A witness statement shows that
candidates could work independently in using the equipment.

Candidates identify where digital equipment has been used in a media product. A moderately
complex technique or complex equipment has been used. The quality of the work is technically
good and shows creativity.

Candidates make a detailed review of their work. They refer to their skills, the equipment and the
product, giving examples. They suggest how they could improve their use of the equipment.
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Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

This unit could be taught alongside Unit 3: Introducing practical skills in applied art, design and
media and other pathway units such as Units 14-20. Centres however, must have access to digital
equipment.

Evidence for Assessment Objective 1 could be gained through demonstrations of equipment or
visits to new media exhibitions. As many of the candidates will have used the new media such as
mobile phones, interactive television or the Internet, a classroom discussion could be informative.

They could debate the strengths and weaknesses of the different types of new media. Their choice
of new media may be influenced by which media pathway they choose, eg radio, video or print.

For Assessment Objective 2, candidates may use a number of techniques in using digital
equipment but will only be expected to submit evidence for one particular technique such as adding
appropriate effects to video images. Candidates may practise a technique several times but only
three samples demonstrating the technique need be submitted as evidence, preferably taken over
a period of time. It is appropriate to submit the first attempt at the technique and the last. They
should choose for evidence the technique which they demonstrated the best. Because of the
range and varying complexity of different digital equipment and software, it is accepted that
candidates may be graded to take into account the complexity of either techniques or equipment.
Even at Distinction level, candidates will only be expected to use moderately complex equipment or
techniques. Only the third sample of work need be done independently to meet the criteria. The
witness statement could be written by a tutor or a technician.

For Assessment Objective 3 candidates can either work independently or in a group as long as
they can identify which part of the product evidences their individual skill. This could be evidenced
through products made in other units.

For Assessment Objective 4, the review could be verbal or written. The evidence could take the
form of a taped interview or a written report.

The quality of work is
technically good, for example effective fades when using the mixing desk, or a script presented
using the conventions of radio scripting.

Candidates either prepare a short questionnaire or interview a member of the audience. They ask
a range of questions to gain at least two pieces of detailed information that form the basis of their
feedback.

Their written
contribution consists of detailed notes or a running order that demonstrate good understanding of
the intended programme.

Candidates carry out two tasks as part of their job role. They complete the tasks independently and
are able to meet a deadline. They are able to follow instructions closely. Their work shows either
creativity or good management skills. The tasks may show that they are multi-skilled.

Candidates set up and use two pieces of equipment independently. The quality of work is
technically good, for example effective fades when using the mixing desk, or a script presented
using the conventions of radio scripting. The work also shows a high level of creativity or originality.

Candidates either prepare a short questionnaire or interview a member of the audience. They ask
a range of questions to gain a wide range of detailed information that form the basis of their
feedback.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

This unit could be delivered and assessed alongside Unit 1: Working as a team in applied art,
design and media. It is expected that candidates will work in a team to produce the programme.
Although it is hoped that candidates will have the opportunity during the course to use a range of
recording equipment, it is not mandatory. This unit is intended to provide an introduction to radio.
Even if a candidate is working as a radio journalist, they will still gain an awareness of the work of
sound engineers and producers. If candidates are part of a very small group, it is acceptable for
tutors or technicians to take on certain roles in order to complete a radio programme.

Depending on the interests or size of group, the tutor can provide scripts to be read or candidates
can write their own.

There is no recommended length for the programme as long as it is appropriate to the genre. ltis

important that it is sufficiently long for a large group of candidates to carry out the required number
of tasks and set up and use equipment.
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For Assessment Objective 1, the verbal contribution could be evidenced through a witness
statement or through audio or videotapes. A visit to a radio station or a visiting speaker from the
industry could give a good insight into the importance of planning in radio production. Candidates
should have the opportunity to investigate and compare professional radio programmes so that
they are aware of content, style, target audience etc.

For Assessment Objective 2, evidence is likely to be a witness statement from tutors or technicians.
However, a production diary may also provide evidence. Candidates are expected to work in one
role though it is recognised that many employees in radio stations multi-task. A radio journalist may
write a news script, set up their own equipment, record interviews and edit. However, candidates

are only expected to provide evidence for two tasks they performed the best.

For Assessment Objective 3, evidence is likely to be two examples of work produced using the
equipment supported by a witness statement from tutors or technicians. The two pieces of
equipment could be ones that are used in conjunction with each other. Examples of two pieces of
equipment could be a microphone and a tape recorder. Another example could be a CD player
linked into the mixing desk. Setting up could be switching on, checking that tapes are in the correct
place, checking position of microphones.

For Assessment Objective 4, questionnaires, tapes of interviews, lists of key questions asked in the
interview could all provide appropriate evidence. The review of the feedback could be a written
report. It could take the form of verbal feedback to the tutor acting in the role of client or producer.
Either written, taped evidence or detailed witness statements are acceptable.

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There is no recommended length for the video as long as it is appropriate to the chosen genre. ltis
important that it is sufficiently long for a large group of candidates to carry out the required number
of tasks and set up and use equipment.

For Assessment Objective 1, the verbal contribution could be evidenced through a witness
statement or through audio or videotapes. A visit to a television studio or film set or a visiting
speaker from the industry could give a good insight into the importance of planning in video
production. Candidates should have the opportunity to investigate and compare professional
videos, television programmes, film trailers or advertisements so that they are aware of content,
style, target audience etc.

For Assessment Objective 2, evidence is likely to be a witness statement from tutors or technicians.
However, a production diary may also provide evidence. Candidates are expected to work in one
role though it is recognised that many employees in video production multi-task. A producerin a
small company may write a news script, set up their own equipment, film and edit. However,
candidates are only expected to provide evidence for the two tasks they performed the best.

For Assessment Objective 3, evidence is likely to be two examples of work produced using the
equipment supported by a witness statement from tutors or technicians. The two pieces of
equipment could be ones that are used in conjunction with each other. Examples of two pieces of
equipment could be a tripod and a video camera. Another example could be a CD player linked
into the vision mixer. Setting up could be switching on, checking that tapes are in the correct place,
checking position of cameras.

For Assessment Objective 4, questionnaires, tapes of interviews, lists of key questions asked in the
interview could all provide appropriate evidence. The review of the feedback could be a written
report. It could take the form of verbal feedback to the tutor acting in the role of client or producer.
Either written, taped evidence or detailed witness statements are acceptable.

Candidates briefly describe content, narrative structure
and possibly representation. Their description of narrative may only cover the storyline and
characters. All information may have come from one source. The candidates make general
statements with little detail relating to target audience and either the local or the world-wide
popularity of the films.

Candidates give a brief description of a new film they would like to make. They identify the genre
and the inspiration for the film and give a short synopsis. The synopsis may only give a storyline.
Their list of resources is not comprehensive and some parts may be unrealistic, for example money
and time.

Candidates design a storyboard of between six and twelve frames. The quality of the images is
basic and does not demonstrate a range of camera shots. There are few suggestions for dialogue,
music, special effects or captions.

Candidates show their storyboard to a client or member of the target audience and discuss their
idea. Their feedback is brief and may cover only one or to aspects such as originality or suitability
for the target audience.

Merit level

Candidates write a case study for two different films. The two films are typical of different genres.
They describe the inspiration for the film. They describe content, narrative structure and
representation in some detail, giving examples from the films. Information is found from at least
two sources. Candidates describe why the films are popular with the identified target audience.
They assess their popularity locally and possibly world-wide.

Candidates give a brief description of a new film they would like to make. They identify the genre
and describe with some detail the inspiration for the film and give a short synopsis. The synopsis
may describe characters as well as the storyline. Their list of resources covers most aspects and
they give rough estimates for number of crew and amount of money that are fairly realistic.

Candidates design a storyboard of between six and twelve frames. The quality of the images is
good and demonstrates a range of camera shots. There are some suggestions for dialogue,
music, special effects or captions.

Candidates show their storyboard to a client or member of the target audience and discuss their
idea. Their feedback is based on a range of criteria including feasibility.
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Distinction level

Candidates write a case study for two different films. The two films are typical of different genres.
They describe the inspiration for the film. Candidates describe content, narrative structure and
representation in some detail, giving examples from the films and possibly comparing with other
films in the same genre. They use some media terminology in describing the films. Information is
found from at least two sources. Candidates describe why the films are popular with the identified
target audience. They assess their popularity locally and world-wide giving statistics.

Candidates give a brief description of a new film they would like to make. They identify the genre
and explain with details the inspiration for the film and give a short synopsis. The synopsis
describes characters as well as the storyline. Candidates may suggest famous stars as leads.
Their idea shows creativity or originality. Their list of resources is comprehensive and they give
estimates for number of crew and amount of money that are realistic.

Candidates design a storyboard of between six and twelve frames. The quality of the images is
good and will demonstrate a range of camera shots. The work is creative and uses the typical
conventions of film trailers. There are a number of suggestions for dialogue, music, special effects
or captions.

Candidates show their storyboard to a client or member of the target audience and discuss their
idea. Their feedback is detailed and based on a range of criteria including feasibility and potential
changes. They are able to “sell” their idea to a film director.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

Centres may deliver this unit alongside Unit 17: Introducing video. Candidates may use the
storyboard they design in Unit 17. It is expected that candidates will work individually.

For Assessment Objective 1, any two genres of film may be chosen either to reflect particular
centre resources or the interests of individual candidates. Information on individual films can be
found in film magazines, newspapers, DVDs, film websites or books. These sources may also give
statistical information. Local popularity could be found out through the distribution of short
questionnaires or interviews.

For Assessment Objective 2, the evidence could be a written proposal or it could take the form of a
presentation to the class. Evidence relating to the presentation could be a video or audio tape or a
witness statement. It is acceptable for centres to give proformas to the candidates on which they
can list resources.

For Assessment Objective 3, candidates may choose to complete a storyboard using photographs
or video camera stills or computer graphics if their drawing skills are limited.

For Assessment Objective 4, either written, taped evidence or detailed witness statements are
acceptable. At this level, candidates may feel encouraged to argue their case better if the review
takes place on a one-to-one basis with the tutor acting in the role of film director or potential
financial backer. Gaining feedback may take place as part of the review or may be subsequently
recorded in another written or verbal report.

one or two questions to gain at least two pieces of basic information that form the basis of their
feedback.

Candidates make a verbal and a written contribution to planning. They make several statements
relating to content, style or target readership. They make a general statement about either a legal
or ethical issue. Candidates identify the role they wish to carry out in making the publication and
justify their choice. Their written contribution consists of a comprehensive list or a proforma such
as a schedule that requires detail.

Candidates carry out two tasks as part of their job role. They complete the tasks independently and
are able to meet a deadline. They are able to follow instructions closely.

Candidates set up and use two pieces of equipment independently. The quality of work is
technically good, for example news stories that are structured to follow newspaper conventions,
photographs showing good composition.

Candidates either prepare a short questionnaire or interview a reader of the publication. They ask
a range of questions to gain at least two pieces of detailed information that form the basis of their
feedback.

Distinction level

Candidates make a verbal and a written contribution to planning. They make several statements
relating to content, style or target readership possibly referring to professional publishers and
publications. Candidates show a good understanding of either a legal or ethical issue. They are
proactive in allocating roles within the team and explain their decisions clearly. Their written
contribution consists of detailed interview notes or a sample page layout that demonstrates good
understanding of the intended publication.

Candidates carry out two tasks as part of their job role. They complete the tasks independently and
are able to meet a deadline. They are able to follow instructions closely. Their work shows either
creativity or good management skills. The tasks may show that they are multi-skilled.

Candidates set up and use two pieces of equipment independently. The quality of work is
technically good, for example news stories that are structured to follow newspaper conventions,
photographs showing good composition. The work also shows a high level of creativity or
originality.

Candidates either prepare a short questionnaire or interview a reader of the publication. They ask
a range of questions to gain a wide range of detailed information that form the basis of their
feedback.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

This unit could be delivered and assessed alongside Unit 1: Working as a team in applied art,
design and media. It is expected that candidates will work in a team to produce the publication.
Although it is hoped that candidates will have the opportunity during the course to use a range of
equipment, it is not mandatory. This unit is intended to provide an introduction to publishing. Even
if a candidate is working as a journalist, they will still gain an awareness of the work of
photographers and editors. If candidates are part of a very small group, it is acceptable for tutors or
technicians to take on certain roles in order to complete a publication.

There is no recommended number of pages or size for the publication as long as it is appropriate to

the genre. ltis important that it is sufficiently long for a large group of candidates to carry out the
required number of tasks and set up and use equipment.
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For Assessment Objective 1, the verbal contribution could be evidenced through a witness
statement or through audio or videotapes. A visit to a local newspaper or a visiting speaker such
as an author or journalist could give a good insight into the importance of planning in publishing.
Candidates should have the opportunity to investigate and compare professional publications so
that they are aware of content, style, target audience etc.

For Assessment Objective 2, evidence is likely to be a witness statement from tutors or technicians.
However, a production diary may also provide evidence. Candidates are expected to work in one
role though it is recognised that many employees in small publishing companies multi-task. A
journalist may write a news story, take photographs and suggest headlines for their story.

However, candidates are only expected to provide evidence for two tasks they performed the best.

For Assessment Objective 3, evidence is likely to be two examples of work produced using the
equipment supported by a witness statement from tutors or technicians. The two pieces of
equipment could be ones that are used in conjunction with each other. Examples of two pieces of
equipment could be a word processor and printer. Setting up could be switching on, checking that
there is sufficient paper, checking number of copies needed.

For Assessment Objective 4, questionnaires, tapes of interviews, lists of key questions asked in the
interview could all provide appropriate evidence. The review of the feedback could be a written
report. It could take the form of verbal feedback to the tutor acting in the role of client or editor.
Either written, taped evidence or detailed witness statements are acceptable.

Their editing may not
meet the needs of the purpose of the photographs.

Candidates present their photographs for publication or in an exhibition. The work is poorly

mounted for display or presented in a portfolio. Their feedback is brief and may cover only one or
two aspects such as content or suitability for purpose.

Candidates find examples of four contrasting photographs. The photographs are typical of those
used for four different purposes. Candidates briefly describe content, purpose and type of shot
using photographic terminology. They describe one or two general statements about composition.
They briefly describe a range of cameras and list one or two advantages for each.

Candidates set up and use a camera independently. The quality of the photographs when
developed is technically good, for example demonstrating correct distance from subject, good
lighting.

Candidates develop photographs themselves or have them commercially developed. They select
four shots to meet a specific purpose. They identify the four best shots. When editing, they use
basic techniques such as cropping or sizing independently. They edit appropriately to meet the
purpose of the photographs.

Candidates present their photographs for publication or in an exhibition. The work is appropriately
mounted for display or presented in a portfolio. Their feedback is based on a range of criteria
including suitability for a purpose.

Distinction level

Candidates find examples of four contrasting photographs. The photographs are typical of those
used for four different purposes. Candidates describe content, purpose, and type of shot using
photographic terminology and possibly comparing them with examples of other professional
photographs. They describe why the composition is important. They briefly describe a range of
technology including editing giving examples from professional photographs and describe one or
two advantages for each.

Candidates set up and use a camera independently. The quality of the photographs when
developed is technically good, for example camera shots that demonstrate care with lighting and
good framing. The work also shows a high level of creativity or originality.

Candidates develop photographs themselves or have them commercially developed. They select
four shots to meet a specific purpose. They identify the four best shots. When editing, they use
basic techniques such as cropping or sizing independently and at least one more complex
technique such as enhancing with support. They edit appropriately and creatively to meet the
purpose of the photographs.

Candidates present their photographs for publication or in an exhibition. The work is attractively or
effectively mounted for display or presented in a portfolio. Their feedback is detailed and based on
a range of criteria including suitability and potential improvements. They are able to “sell” their
photographs to a publisher, advertiser or gallery.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

Centres may deliver this unit alongside Unit 19: Introducing publishing. Candidates may use the
photographs in producing a publication. It is expected that candidates will work individually.

For Assessment Objective 1, any four types of photograph may be chosen either to reflect
particular centre resources or the interests of individual candidates. Visits to photographic studios,
advertising agencies and newspaper libraries could develop candidate’s understanding of the
scope of the photographic industry.
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For Assessment Objective 2, the evidence will be copies of the unedited photographs supported by
witness statements on the setting up of equipment. Although it is useful for candidates to have
knowledge of the development process, it is not expected at Level 1 for candidates to be able to
develop photographs themselves.

For Assessment Objective 3, the evidence will be copies of the edited photographs supported by
witness statements on the practical work.

For Assessment Objective 4, either written, taped evidence or detailed witness statements are
acceptable. At this level, candidates may feel encouraged to argue their case better if the review
takes place on a one-to-one basis with the tutor acting in the role of film director or potential
financial backer. Gaining feedback may take place as part of the review or may be subsequently
recorded in another written or verbal report. Evidence could be the photographic portfolios or
photographs of the exhibition. Feedback can be reviewed either verbally or in writing.

Candidates provide evidence to meet all the assessment objectives. Candidates produce simple
single page publications. These might include a poster or a single page newsletter. Each
document includes some text that has been imported and some that has been entered directly, and
at least one graphic. Candidates need help to locate suitable text and graphics from the Internet
and local sources such as CD-ROMs, computer hard disks and public areas on the network server.
They are able to use a scanner or digital camera to acquire images but may need help to select the
appropriate settings.

Candidates are able to use some of the facilities of graphic software to create simple bitmap and
vector images. Editing of bitmap images is likely to be limited to cropping and editing of vector
images to the moving and resizing of elements. Editing of text is also likely to be limited to deleting
and inserting text, changing font style and size and changing paragraph alignment/justification.
Candidates are able to create artistic text and select its style. They need help to select the most
appropriate format when saving files. Candidates are able to explain to their tutor or write brief
notes to show that they understand what is meant by copyright and why it is important.

Merit level

Candidates provide evidence to meet all the assessment objectives. Candidates produce more
complex publications, such as two or three fold brochures. Each document includes some text that
has been imported and some that has been entered directly, and more than one graphic. They
locate suitable text and graphics independently from the Internet and local sources such as CD-
ROMs, computer hard disks and public areas on the network server. Candidates select the
appropriate settings when using a scanner or digital camera to acquire images.

Candidates use most of the facilities listed to create acceptable bitmap and vector images. They
use a range of editing tools to edit and improve both types of image. Text and artistic text are
entered and edited including copying and moving text. Candidates independently select the
appropriate format for saving files. They check material for copyright before using it and
acknowledge the source of any pre-existing material in their publications.

Distinction level

Candidates provide evidence to meet all the assessment objectives. Candidates produce good
quality complex publications, such as a multi-page newsletter or brochure. The text and graphics
used clearly relate to the subject of the publication. Candidates are able to locate relevant graphics
and text efficiently from the Internet and local sources such as CD-ROMs, computer hard disks and
public areas on the network server.
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They make good use of all the facilities listed to create good quality bitmap and vector images, text
and artistic text and use the editing tools effectively to amend and improve images and text.
Candidates understand the features of different graphic file formats and select the most appropriate
to save images. They take appropriate steps to gain permission to use material that is subject to
copyright.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

Candidates need to produce TWO publications for specified purposes. These may be for real end-
users or may be based on a case study.

The portfolio will be made up of samples of graphics and text that have been acquired or created
and then edited and two different publications that demonstrate different layouts and incorporate
text and different types of graphics. Suitable publications would include posters, a newsletter with
columns or a brochure.

Originals (or photocopies) of any pre-existing images that have been edited should be included in
the portfolio.

Candidates will need access to a range of sources of images including web sites, clipart libraries
and graphics on CD-ROM. They will need to investigate the type and range of images available
and how to access those that suit the publications they are creating.

Candidates should be encouraged to investigate a range of differing publications which are used in
a range of situations and by differing end-users. The results of this research can then be used to
guide the creation of their final publications. Candidates will be able to find some relevant
information on the Internet but it is unlikely that they will gain enough information to assist them fully
in the production of the final publications.

In addition to printed copies of the final publications, the portfolio should include evidence of how
these were developed. This may be achieved by including annotated printouts of the publications
at different stages, or evidence of developing and editing, as well as checking copyright, may be
provided by detailed witness testimony.

Candidates produce simple 10-slide presentations. Each presentation includes some text that has
been imported and some that has been entered directly, and at least one graphic. Candidates
need help to locate suitable text and graphics from the Internet and local sources such as CD-
ROMs, computer hard disks and public areas on the network server. Candidates are able to use
some of the facilities of the presentation software to create simple presentations.

Editing of slides is likely to be limited to deleting and inserting text, changing font style and size and
deleting and inserting graphics. Candidates are able to create artistic text and select its style.
Candidates demonstrate limited use of slide transition effects and automatic timings are limited.
Candidates are able to print the slide show with some guidance.

Candidates are able to explain to their tutor or write brief notes to show that they understand what
is meant by copyright and why it is important. Candidates are able to identify, in brief note form, the
purpose of their presentations and how they conform to some of the listed design requirements

Merit level

Candidates carry out the tasks in such a way as to demonstrate a sound level of understanding of
the underpinning knowledge and skills associated with this unit. They carry out, independently,
research from a range of information sources. They are able to organise their work in a structured
way. Candidates independently identify and select information sources. (This does not preclude
the candidate checking the reliability or accuracy of an information source with their teacher.)

Candidates produce more complex presentations. Each presentation includes some text that has
been imported and some that has been entered directly, and more than one graphic. They are able
to locate suitable text and graphics independently from the Internet and local sources such as CD-
ROMs, computer hard disks and public areas on the network server. Candidates are able to use
most of the facilities listed to create presentations.

Candidates are able to use a range of editing tools to edit and improve both presentations. Text
and artistic text are entered and edited including copying and moving text. Candidates use
transition effects and automatic timings but with limited appropriateness to the intended audience.
They are able to select and print an audience handout but the layout is not the most appropriate.
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Candidates are able to check material for copyright before using it and acknowledge the source of
any pre-existing material in their publications. They are able to identify clearly the purpose of their
presentations and how they conform to all the listed design requirements.

Distinction level

Candidates carry out the tasks in such a way as to demonstrate a high level of understanding of the
underpinning knowledge and skills associated with this unit.

Candidates produce good quality presentations. The text and graphics used clearly relate to the
subject of the presentation. Candidates are able to locate relevant graphics and text efficiently
from the Internet and local sources such as CD-ROMs, computer hard disks and public areas on
the network server. They make good use of all the facilities listed to create good quality
presentations. The audience handouts are appropriate to the target audience.

Candidates are able to take appropriate steps to gain permission to use material that is subject to
copyright. Candidates are able to explain the purpose of their presentations and how they conform
to the listed design requirements.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

Candidates need to plan, prepare and deliver TWO presentations for different specified purposes.
They must locate and select suitable content, organise the slide layout and create suitable
transitions between the slides. A variety of case studies should be used to provide examples of
differing presentations and their uses to help candidates plan their own presentations.

Presentations are used for a variety of purposes including training, marketing and presenting a
report. They may be presented to an audience by projecting them on a large screen, they may be a
continuously running presentation in a public place such as a post office, or railway station, or they
may be an interactive presentation for a single viewer. Candidates should have the opportunity to
experience different types of presentations which are used for a variety of purposes. Candidates
should be encouraged to investigate a range of differing presentations which are used in a range of
situations and by differing end-users. The results of this research can then be used to inform the
creation of the final presentations. Candidates may be able to find some relevant information on
the Internet but it is unlikely that they will gain enough information to assist them fully in the
production of the final presentation.

Candidates should also be aware of the design requirements which should be considered when
developing a presentation. These include the use of fonts in a suitable size, not putting too many
words on a slide, selecting background and font colours to enhance visibility.

Candidates should also give consideration to the animated and transition effects that can be
utilised when delivering a presentation. Animation effects within each slide can be added to make
the way that the text and graphics are displayed more interesting. Candidates should be
encouraged to test the animation and transition effects that they have selected before delivering the
presentation to check that they work as required and to check that the effects do not overload each
slide. Candidates should be advised of the maxim ‘less is more’ when selecting effects to
accompany their presentations.

Candidates are required to produce TWO presentations of a maximum of 10 slides. This limit has
been provided to limit the printing required. If a candidate can produce a 10-slide presentation then
they are capable of producing a presentation of any length.

Candidates will need to provide evidence of the sources of text and graphics they may use in their

presentations. They are also required to document evidence of the research which was
undertaken prior to and during the development of their presentations.

Candidates conduct a simple investigation into the promotional materials used by one travel and
tourism organisation. The investigation provides limited information about techniques and
materials used. Candidates need a high degree of supervision to enable them to complete the
task.

The promotional item produced is of a basic level with limited information regarding target audience
and content choice. Candidates need a high degree of supervision to enable them to complete the
task.

Merit level

The portfolio of evidence demonstrates a good understanding in the fulfilment of the assessment
objectives and the portfolio provides evidence of a sound level of competence in the knowledge,
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understanding and skills. Candidates’ findings are developed from material provided. The
evidence is well presented.

Candidates demonstrate a good understanding of the reasons for promotional activities and a
sound level of knowledge of the techniques and materials used.

Candidates identify a substantial range of promotional techniques and materials used by travel and
tourism organisations.

Candidates conduct a competent investigation into the promotional materials used by one travel
and tourism organisation. The investigation provides well-structured information about techniques
and materials used. Candidates need minimal supervision to enable them to complete the task.

The promotional item produced is of a good standard with appropriate content and images,
supported by sound justification of target audience and content choice. Candidates need minimal
supervision to enable them to complete the task.

Distinction level

The portfolio of evidence demonstrates a high level of ability in the fulfilment of the assessment
objectives and the portfolio provides comprehensive evidence of candidates’ knowledge,
understanding and skills. The findings reflect a degree of independence and are presented to a
good standard.

Candidates demonstrate a detailed understanding of the reasons for promotional activities and a
good level of knowledge of the techniques and materials used.

Candidates identify a comprehensive range of promotional techniques and materials used by travel
and tourism organisations. Comments about the effectiveness of materials are detailed, indicating
a good level of knowledge.

Candidates conduct a thorough investigation into the promotional materials used by one travel and
tourism organisation. The investigation provides detailed and well-structured information about
techniques and materials used. Candidates work independently to complete the task.

The promotional item produced is of a high standard, supported by appropriate information
regarding target audience and content choice. Candidates work independently to complete the
task.

Guidance on assessment and evidence requirements

The aim of this unit is to introduce candidates to the range of promotional techniques and materials
used by travel and tourism organisations.

Candidates should be encouraged to draw on their own experiences and gather their own materials
for use in the classroom. Examples of materials they could collect include tour operators’
brochures, leaflets from the Tourist Information Centre, leaflets and brochures from direct mailings,
advertisements from newspapers and magazines. Class discussion about event sponsorship and
public relations activities (eg by celebrities) would enable candidates to gain an understanding of
these concepts.

A visit to a travel and tourism organisation would enable candidates to understand the range of
techniques and materials used (Assessment Objective 2) and why each is appropriate to a
particular organisation. Those candidates who are able to work more independently may be able to
arrange their own research visit. However an organised visit may be beneficial for the class group.
The organisation should be selected with care to ensure that staff are able to give sufficient time
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and appropriate information to the candidates. Alternatively, a case study of an organisation could
be used. Some organisations may be able to supply candidates with a marketing pack, inclusive of
promotional materials and press releases. Candidates should also investigate the organisations’
websites.

For Assessment Objective 3, candidates should be encouraged to consider what it is that makes
promotional materials effective. For this exercise they will need to consider the target audience as
well as the appearance of the promotional material itself. For example a leaflet or TV
advertisement aimed at young children will use different images and language from that aimed at
adults. Within the classroom, candidates could work in small groups on selected materials and
feed back to the whole group who they consider the target audience to be and what it is that makes
each item effective.

Candidates are required to apply their understanding of promotional materials to produce a
promotional item suitable for use by an organisation of their choice (Assessment Objective 4). To
ensure understanding, candidates are also required to identify their target audience and justify the
content of the item.

Candidates may provide portfolio evidence for the assessment objectives of this unit using a range
of presentation techniques. This may include written data, the use of video presentation,
presentation software and assessor testimony/witness statements (if appropriate).

What are the OCR Level 1 Nationals in Applied Art, Design and Media?

These qualifications aim to:

1 Develop your knowledge and understanding of generic, ‘transferable’ skills that are
essential for further education, occupational training or employment, ie basic skills, team-

working and problem solving.

2 Develop your knowledge and understanding of the applied art, design and media sector
and where selected, a chosen specialist pathway within that sector area.

3 Develop your knowledge, understanding and skills in contexts that are relevant to
employment situations.

4 Enable you to develop the skills necessary to participate in real situations.

5 Encourage progression by assisting in the development of skills, knowledge and
understanding that you will need to access further education opportunities or occupational
training on a full-time or part-time basis.

6 Promote interaction between employers, centres and candidates by relating teaching and
assessment to real settings.

What do | have to do to achieve these qualifications?

To achieve these qualifications you must complete the required number of units from the bank of

24 units below and provide evidence that you have met the assessment objectives described in

each unit.

OCR Level 1 National First Award in Applied Art, Design and Media

To achieve the National First Award you must complete mandatory units 1-4 listed overleaf.

OCR Level 1 National Award in Applied Art, Design and Media

To achieve the National Award you must complete eight units, consisting of mandatory units 1-5
listed overleaf and a further three units chosen from the optional units. Only one complementary
optional unit may count towards a full award.

OCR Level 1 National Certificate in Applied Art, Design and Media
To achieve the National Certificate you must complete 12 units, consisting of mandatory units 1-6
listed overleaf and a further six units from the optional units. Only two complementary optional

units may count towards a full award.

If you achieve a minimum Pass grade for at least four of the six optional units from any one
specialist pathway, the National Certificate will be endorsed with the pathway specialism.

What if | cannot complete enough units needed for a full qualification?

These qualifications are very flexible and allow you to achieve recognition for what you have
already achieved even if you do not finish the full qualification. OCR has systems in place which
allow you to be awarded a certificate listing the unit (or units) you have achieved even if you are
unable to complete the full qualification.



How do | know that these qualifications are right for me?

These qualifications will be suitable for you if you wish to have an introduction to the applied art,
design and media sector as the first step in preparing for employment where you will be involved in
the operations, activities and functions of applied art, design and media environments.

A selection of appropriate optional units allows you to build competence in specific areas:

o Applied Art and Design
e Media.

These qualifications will also form progression routes to qualifications at Level 2 of the National
Qualifications Framework.

What is evidence?

Evidence is your proof that you meet the requirements of these qualifications.

Evidence could be:

completed assignments or projects

products of real work that you have completed during work experience

statements from witnesses
records of your assessor observing you carrying out your work.

Evidence can be anything that proves:

what you can do

how well you do it

the level of knowledge you have in relation to what you do and

the level of understanding you have about what you do, how you do it, and why you do it.

For each unit of these qualifications you need evidence to prove that you have met all the
assessment objectives specified in each unit. This will sometimes mean that you must prove you
can do something, eg produce an applied art, design or media product. Sometimes, your evidence
must prove that you know or understand something, eg the processes involved in marketing
products.

How much evidence do | need?

Your assessor will help you decide how much evidence you need to produce. Remember that it is
quality not quantity that counts when putting work forward for assessment.

What happens to my evidence?

The evidence you provide will be assessed (checked by your assessor or assessors against the
assessment objectives and grade descriptors listed in each unit). Your assessor will want you to

continue providing evidence until they are satisfied that there is sufficient proof that you have met
each assessment objective in a particular unit. Your evidence must be your own work.



Where do | keep my evidence?

You may decide to keep some of your evidence in a file (a portfolio of evidence) or you may want
to record what the evidence is and where it can be found. For example, if you keep records of
demonstrating safe working practice on video tapes you may want to produce a log/diary from the
video tapes as evidence to be stored in your portfolio. However, you may decide to make a note of
what is on each video tape and where they can be found. This is called signposting evidence. The
important thing to remember about evidence is that it must be available for your assessor to
assess and for other people (called internal and external moderators) to have access to in the
future.

Who are internal and external moderators?
An internal moderator will be employed by your centre to look after these qualifications. Internal
moderators make sure that all assessors judge evidence in the same way and to the same

standard (this is called internal moderation).

The external moderator is employed by OCR to monitor the quality of the assessment and internal
moderation decisions at a centre.

How do | keep track of my achievements?

We have designed a Record of Achievement form for you to use to keep track of your
achievements. This form is optional (you do not have to use it if you do not want to).

Can my evidence for these qualifications count towards Key Skills?

The evidence you produce for these qualifications may prove you have the skills required for the
Key Skills units. Your assessor will help you decide if your evidence can be considered for
assessment against any of the Key Skills units.

Finally
To gain a full OCR Level 1 National in Applied Art, Design and Media you must collect enough
evidence to prove you have met the assessment objectives listed in the required units. If you

cannot finish all of the units for the full qualification, you may claim a ‘unit certificate’ which lists the
unit or units which have been signed off by your assessor.
