Freezing:

« Flash can sometimes freeze. This means that nothing happens on the
computer screen. This normally occurs when the computer is trying to process

too much data or your computer performance is not capable to process large
amounts of data.

e There are two options which you can do to sort out the freezing. The first
option is that you wait for the computer to sort itself out. However this can
take a long period of time depending on how much data needs to be
processed. The second option is that you close Flash down. When you re-
open Flash it will give you the option to recover the document. This will allow
you to get the data back.
