In AO1, Tidentified the following:

“I have been asked from cube system to make a system from their
customised computers and software to handle their sales. The system | will
make will be an automatic spreadsheet system. The actions that [ will need
to do for this will be incorporating a price page, a system selection page
and an invoice page.”

This paragraph talks about how I could meet the purpose, I have now done this by
making a system for cube systems to handle their sales, and I made sure that this was
automatic. The system has a range of different pages which would work from a data
page, these pages are talked about below.

The main page I thought the main page was very good as it
worked the way it needed to. When clicking on the macros to
take you to each page this successfully did this easily and
quickly. I made sure that the buttons were very distinctive
enough so that it was obvious that they had to click these
buttons to get to each page.

With the customer page, this met all the requirements that it needed to. All my macros;
the reset, insert, clear and search buttons all did their correct jobs with no problems at
all. At one point I had a problem of when each new customers information was being
added into the customer list it wasn't going in numeric order, I simply fixed this by
highlighting it and clicking on the sort and filter icon. I also ensured that my text I had
used was easy to read, in a suitable size and that the arrangement of the page was easy
to understand. The drop down lists within the page also worked in the correct way,
giving all the different options to chose from.

The next page was the order page, with this I
made sure that the reset, insert, clear and
search buttons were also working, the test for
this was successful except for my search button
wasn'’t bringing up the correct information, !
checked my macro code, found the fault and
changed it so that this fault had been overcome. This page now works in the correct
way. I also made sure that when adding in orders it went into the order list in the
correct order. I also checked that the drop down boxes were giving the correct
information and make sure that the formulas for the costs , date, ID and customer ID
were correct. Overall this page met all the users requirements.
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The invoice page needed to have some formulas in it, including concatenate formulas so

that all the customer’s information from the customer
page would come together to make the address with a
nested vlookup, I also used a vlookup formula to get
the information from the order page. [ needed to
ensure that I had the correct formulas so that it was
getting the correct information. This could become a
big problem if a customer was sent the wrong order.

was easy to understand. I also did a test to ensure that the print button successfully
printed off the invoice, I made it as obvious as I could to show that it was a print button
so that it would be easy for the user to use.

The next page was the analysis page which put the number of sales into graphs, to make
sure that these were working correctly I had to make sure that the countif formulas
were correct so that they gave the right information, I also made sure that when a new
order was placed that the statistics grew. I made sure that the graphs weren’t
overlapping each other and that it was obvious which table went with which graph.

In A01 I identified the following;

“The overall benefits for the cube systems will be the management of all orders
placed, this will allow management to produce reports, assist in future sales,
email staff to tell them about new jobs and for promotions. It will enable the staff
to be able to look at what the customer has purchased enabling us to know what
kind of products they like to buy from the business, they then can send out emails
advertising specific products to get more sales.”

Here talks about the benefits that shown how I benefitted the audience. The system
keeps a record of every sale made and keeps every customer saved onto the system, to
back to whenever. On the analysis page the
information of how many sales is shown, using
a table and a graph, to make it look more
professional are shown to give the audience
knowledge of how many sales have taken
place, this could benefit the audience by
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showing that the business has had a lot of sales, it could give a good on-look to the
business.

On the invoice page it also had a print button which the users can print off, so if they do
notreceive their products they have proof to send back
to cube systems to ensure that they get this product,
this can become very efficient for the customers if there
Is ever a mix up in the post for example.

In AO1 | identified the following;

“The benefits towards the system is that it is a lot faster than the older system so
that less time will be wasted in result of this, also the system will be very reliable
to the staff because the data will already be inputted into the system, for example
all the customers information will be saved to the system so you won't have to
type in the information every time you next talk to that specific customer, and
also all you will have to do is input the customers ID number and all their
information will appear.”

Here shows how the functionality of the system will help the users. This will be much
faster than it would have been if they had to type in things manually, without having
drop down boxes to quickly choose a option from, the information inputted by the user
saves each time to the system, so this will avoid any hassle of
having to re enter the information again. It also functions very
well by being able to search for the customers or orders from
the order list that have been inputted into the system 75068
